while we're at it

Dear Friends,

| thought I'd give you a short update on a couple of financial items before we publish the Annual Financial Report
next month. Even though the spiritual achievements are the most important, some of our economic achievements
should be remembered:

1. We just made another payment on our Centennial Renovation loan — we have been paying about $36,000
every quarter. We've brought our $3.8 million Church renovation debt from 2015 down to just $175,000 in eight
years. We're on track to pay it all off by the end of January 2025 — five quarters from now! That's due to your great
generosity and your love for our parish. Thank you again.

2. Last year we ran our Campus Improvement Program and raised over $400,000
to build a new parking lot (to ease our chronic shortage of spaces) and develop new
shrines to great saints: St. Michael, St. John Vianney, St. John Paul Il, St. Padre Pio,
and St. Mother Teresa in our prayer grotto. And out facing Prospect Street we put Our
Lady in a new prayer garden. Thank you again.

3. At Sacred Heart we're finishing the last project of the successful $160,000 Parish Improvement Program —
the new deck in front of the Church. We've repaired the gutters at the Parish Center, rebuilt the heating system
there, built the outdoor Stations of the Cross, cleared a section of the woods, and put down monuments marking
the location of the original 1934 Chapel of the Sacred Heart and the graves of our founding benefactors from
those days, Spencer and Margaret Hance. Thank you again.

4. We've got some serious challenges at Sacred Heart as our weekly collections have declined over the past
several years, making it difficult for us to meet expenses for the campus. We do take in some rental income which
bridges the gap. But this is something we all need to help with. I'm sure we can find solutions.

5. At St. Lawrence our cash flow situation is stronger, with weekly collections up about 50% from 8 years ago.
Our programs are strong and our religious education growing, and our Early Childhood program still thriving.
Thank you again.

6. We've launched two other non-profits in the past three years since COVID — Brewster Cares for the poor and
for immigrants, and Gianna’s House for women facing unexpected pregnancies. Both are getting stronger finan-
cially and starting to raise their own funds independently of the parish. Thank you again.

Thank you for the love you have for St. Lawrence and Sacred Heart and for making them awesome places to
encounter Jesus.

Chop Away!

As a native to Western New York, | have been making the six-
hour drive to and fro for decades. For long stretches of the trip,
there is nothing to look at but nature, so | have come to closely
focus on the trees: the colors, textures, lights, and shadows. |
study how they look in the different seasons when they are bare,
holding snow, coming to life, or fully bloomed.

Deeper observation reveals that some trees are healthy, and
others are not. Many have been invaded by parasites, an enemy
who is working to suck the goodness out of its host, indifferent to
the consequences. Parasites invade an unsuspecting environ-

ment and not only destroy individual trees but ultimately impact
the entire forest community. Some invaders can be thick, hairy,
ugly vines that, if allowed to mature, climb upwards strangling the
trunk and hanging triumphantly off the branches of even the most
majestic trees. Other assailants cover the ground with poisonous
thorns and prickers threatening all passersby, making the woods
uncomfortable, unpleasant, less beautiful. They spread and block
the way requiring the natives to find a different path.

The poor cell phone and radio reception during those drives have
left me time to reflect on the parallels between invasive plants and
sin. All plants start as seeds and seem insignificant, just as our
small sins may. But left untended, they grow stronger, bolder and
start to become accepted as part of the landscape of our life. If it
seems too daunting to imagine chopping away at your big vines of
sin, perhaps start small. Diligently watching for sins, just as weeds,
and then eliminating them early, is far easier than when they have
taken firm root.

Whether we boldly grab an ax or cautiously begin with pruners,
we will only be successful when we ask for help. Jesus is waiting
patiently for us to invite him into our messy garden. Through
prayer and the Sacrament of Confession, He shows us the way
to defeat our sins, so we can be fresh and beautiful again.
